Agriculture Shop Policies and Procedures
******Parents Please Read and Sign******
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Safe Conduct and Dress: I the student agree to-
1. Inform my teacher of any allergies or handicaps before using the shop.

2. Wear safety glasses at all times when in the shop, also use proper face protection while welding or grinding.  
3. Wear prescribed protective clothing for welding, including: long sleeved cotton shirt, denim jeans without holes or frays, and leather work boots. Shop coats will be provided, for all other lab activity.
4. Never wear long neckties, loose sleeves, or other loose clothing.

5. Practice general cleanliness and orderliness at all times.
6. Not loiter in the shop.
7. Not throw objects in the shop.
8. Avoid “horseplay” at all times in the shop.
9. Report all accidents including minor cuts, scratches, splinters and burns to the instructor promptly.

10. Help with shop cleanup and storage duties until the job is done.

Safe Machine Use: I the student agree to-
1. Never operate equipment unless specifically authorized.
2. Never operate equipment unless you have taken and passed appropriate safety tests.
3. Never operate machines unless guards are in place.   Ensure that all machine guarding is in place and functioning properly.  Inform the instructor if the guarding is damaged or malfunctioning.  
4. Use all tools for the purpose intended and in the approved manner as taught by the instructor.

5. Stand to the side of grinding wheels, and blades while the machine is gaining speed.

6. Removes keys from chucks when adjustments are complete.

7. Fasten all work securely before drilling, milling, sanding, routering, and other such operations.

8. Avoid talking to or otherwise distracting others using the machines or doing hazardous activities.

9. Not leave machines unattended, nor repair, oil, clean, or adjust them while they are running.

10. Not force machines beyond the capacity for which they were designed.

11. Report to the teacher all electrical equipment that is not properly grounded or otherwise safe to operate.

12. Report to the teacher all tools and machinery in need of repair, and any hazards that I observe.
13. If you do not know how to do something – ASK! Do not engage in any activity that may have unusual risk. Trust your judgment. Check with the instructor if you have any doubts about what you are doing.
I have read the above rules and have discussed them with my instructor.  I realize they are not only for my protection, but for the protection of those around me.  I will do all I can to see that they are enforced.  I will observe all precautions given by my instructor or others assigned to supervise my participation in school and school-related activities.  Failure to do so will result in removal from the shop/lab activities.

Parents, as an instructor I pace the tools and equipment we use to their match their skill level.  In the 7th grade students will only work with Hand Tools and the bandsaw (VERY limited powertools).  8th Grade students learn to use the woodworking powertools (except routers).  9th Grade students use all the woodworking powertools (except routers) and learn to weld with wire, arc, and plasma cutting.  10th Grade students learn how to use router, all woodworking tools and build on their welding skills with TIG and Oxy Acetylene welding. I teach safety, and proper use of all equipment in the shop, it’s the student’s responsibility to use and follow all instructions given.
